Enclosed is a copy of the cosmetology curriculum which was approved February 23, 2000.  The most significant changes, from a testing perspective, are the updating of the infection control component and the redistribution of hours for the haircutting and hairstyling components.

The licensing written test has reflected the infection control updates for a number of years and consequently should not affect what is currently being taught.  The other changes will eventually be reflected in a new practical examination. We have been informed by the New York State Department of State, Division of Licensing Services, that the new practical examination could be developed by early 2001.  They project that at least six months’ notice will be given regarding any changes and that it is likely that a transition examination will be offered for a certain period so as not to jeopardize students who were taught according to the previous curriculum.

You will note that this curriculum does not contain performance objectives.  It will be necessary, therefore, for performance objectives to be written for the new cosmetology curriculum.  It is suggested that you use the previous performance objectives as a guide in preparing the new curriculum.  Keep in mind that performance objectives consist of three elements.  Behavior describes what the student will do to demonstrate the learning.   Conditions (aiding or limiting factors) consist of the tools, equipment, time limits, etc., under which the behavior is to be demonstrated.  Standards spell out the level of accuracy or proficiency that the performance must meet.   It is anticipated that the amended curriculum will be reviewed internally without the need for an outside evaluation provided that the breakdown of hours provided by the Department of State is used.

It is suggested that you revise your cosmetology curriculum to comply with the new curricular requirements and submit two copies of the revised application as soon as possible to allow adequate time for review.  Please submit the application on the most current form and follow the curriculum instructions, both available for downloading on our website at www.highered.nysed.gov/bpss.  

Also attached is a copy of the most recent Appearance Enhancement law booklet, effective January 2000.
